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British Government see sense on the Docking of Dogs’ Tails

The New Zealand Council of Docked Breeds welcomes the release from DEFRA of their policy on the docking of dogs’ tails, incorporated in the release of their new Animal Welfare Bill.

Karen McIntyre, of the NZCDB states, “that a highly respected British Government Department such as DEFRA has followed the path of common sense in regard to this issue, raises our level of hope that the New Zealand Government will also see sense on an issue that to date has been based on unsubstantiated and over-emotive hype by some Agencies”. 

This continues the status quo in the UK, where breeders continue to have the freedom of choice to dock their puppies at the appropriate age. 

The NZCDB has campaigned the NZ Government hard and now hope that our MP’s are further encouraged to allow NZ Dog breeders a continuation of their current “freedom of choice” by the removal of Dianne Yates’ Private Members Bill that proposes to ban the docking of dogs’ tails. “Dianne Yates Bill should be docked from the parliamentary agenda”.
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
